	- Insert Disk #1 into drive A


	- From the Start button, choose Run


	- Type A:SETUP.EXE


	- Click on the Ok button


*	To install Capital Gainz from downloaded archive:


	- Download CGZ60.EXE.


	- Find CGZ60.EXE in Windows Explorer.


	- Double-click on CGZ60.EXE to being installation.


*	If your are installing a registered version of  Capital Gainz over a prior version, your data files will be upgraded as necessary. You should have a current backup available at this point - if not, you are given the opportunity to back up your data prior to the upgrade process.


*	The data file upgrade facility is not included in the evaluation version of Capital Gainz. Thus, you can not install an evaluation version of Capital Gainz over a prior version.


*	An order form can be generated directly from Capital Gainz, via the Help menu.

 *************** KNOWN PROBLEMS ***************


*	Capital Gainz is optimized for screen resolutions of 800x600 or better. It works on 640x480, but some features, such as the fraction table for Buy/Sell/Distr, may be cut off.


*	Maximize does not work on Global Security, Broker/Inv Co, Portfolio, or Security Type Tables.


*	Entering values with more than 4 decimal places will not work - value will be replaced by prior value.


*	If you don't have enough free disk space on the TMP (or TEMP) drive, SETUP will fail with an 'Internal Error'. This happens even if there is enough space on the drive you are installing to. If this happens, check the TMP and TEMP environment variables.


*	If you use the FORMAT icon on graphs, then click on Help, the program reports that no help is available.


*	If on program exit you have vertical or horizontal scroll bars on the application frame, it may 'grow' the next time you start the program. To prevent this, turn off Window Resizing at Program Exit in Config/User Settings/Windows.


*	You can not select graph components while displaying Price graphs. Also, if you use Format option in Price graphs, changes only take effect with next displayed graph.


*	If no tables are open, Ctrl key accelerators do not work. 


*	Performance Graph pie charts may differ in size from security to security.


*	If you use Download/Import to read in prices from TC2000 or MetaStock, Capital Gainz and the external program must be installed in directories that do not use long filenames.


*	The Timeout value for Get Prices from Internet can not be set greater than the internal default used in Microsoft library, which is about 30-40 seconds.


*	If you import prices from standard AOL display format, if there are a large number of shares for a security, or a lot of decimal places, the shares column will be 'too close' to the Last/NAV column, and import will not work. Solution is to either use less precision (fewer decimal places) or not use number of shares value at all.


*	If you record a buy/sell/distr for a security that records a price later than any other price, and another local security is linked to the same global security in that portfolio, the second local security won't be updated in the displayed table. Just use Security/Refresh.


*	Bug in Microsoft Wininet libraries where the Download Price from Internet ignores the flags to never use the cache. Fix is to change settings in Internet Explorer. In IE5: Tools, Internet Options, Settings button, Check for newer versions of stored pages=Every visit to the page.
